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Tide
Tide detergent contains a cleaning enzyme. This provides the deep cleaning of fibers so stains lift off with ease. There is also a cleaning polymer which is designed to boost Tide’s already great cleaning surfactant to help break-up dry stains and lift them from fabrics. It also contains a whiteness booster. This helps to give a great whiteness result – even in just one wash. To remove chocolate stains Tide.com(2011) recommends to simply soak the garment in cold water and treat with a prewash stain remover like 2X Ultra Tide with Dawn StainScrubbers. Then launder in warm water. Rinse and inspect the garment to make sure the stain is fully removed. If the stain remains, re-soak in cold water for about 30 minutes and repeat laundering (Procter & Gamble, 2011).
Arm & Hammer
 Arm & Hammer Laundry Detergent has been created to get rid of dirt and odors. The have enzymes that break down dirt and odors and trap them in the water to keep them from redepostiing on your clothes. To be successful at doing laundry Arm & Hammer (2011) recommend sorting your laundry by color, fabric type, and soil content. This way you can avoid further damage to clothing. They also list ways to pre-treat stain based on detergent type. For example for liquid detergent they say to pour detergent directly on to the stain and rub it in. However for powder type detergent the experts recommend making a paste(mixture of water and detergent) before applying to the stain. For larger stains they recommend soaking over night in a detergent bath in the washing machine, emptying it, then continuing your wash cycle as normal (Arm & Hammer, 2011).

Xtra  
Xtra laundry detergent does not contain any enzymes. It is simply a detergent meant to wash away dirt and oils. With no enzymes Xtra is biodegradable and safe for the environment. As far as stain fighthing Xtra.com (2011) not only mentioned some of the same washing tips as Arm & Hammer but it also recommended drying clothes of similar fabrics together to prolong the life of the fabric.
Chocolate 
Chocolate is a yummy treat that was developed thousands of years ago. Many people enjoy chocolate but due to its low melting point it can be a bit messy. Cotton fabrics do not present any additional problem for removal of stains from chocolate. They usually come off with regular laundering. To ease the removal of stain, you may allow the stain to dry and scrape off as much as possible by scratching with a butter knife.  Another method you can try is to you apply hydrogen peroxide to the affected place after checking for fastness of color at some inconspicuous place on the same cloth. Be careful because hydrogen peroxide can leave a stain too. Corina Wilson lists some common guidelines to be followed in treatment of stains are applicable for removal of stains on her Web site housecleaningcentral.com. They are simply to treat the stains as soon as fabric is stained, Know the type of fabric you are treating at the moment, Know the type of stain that is on the fabric, never treat the stain into the fabric, allow the cleaning chemicals time to work on the fabric, do not rub excessively, and lastly test the chemicals on an inconspicuous space on fabric (Wilson, 2011).
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
